Sirs:

I can understand why the Nova Scotia Department of Culture gives me the shiv from time to time – but what on earth did Henry Sinclair ever do to them? And to The Daily News?


According to George Orwell, we all think the way that we think in this province thanks to Candace Stevenson, Head of Museums, Archeology, and all Cultural Affairs in this province, aided and abetted by The Daily News. It is she that determines what gets drilled into our subconscious at a tender age when we’re far more concerned with what to wear to a strip-search. Combine that with our crippling 40-50% functional illiteracy rate in this province and you get an article like the one you published Sunday.


All around the world, institutions from the Smithsonian to UNESCO have been pooling their collective knowledge through the internet, blending with the thoughts and ideas of every wacko from Turin to Tokyo...and they’re finding some surprising things – especially from clear archeological evidence of Pre-Columbian European contact with the Americas. Stevenson, and her finger puppet Brian Cuthburtson, managed to obliterate most traces of Henry’s existence from Nova Scotia Museums. They prevented the launch of Mark Finnan’s The Sinclair Saga (Formac 99) at the Museum of the Atlantic, and forbid any Provincial Museum or Heritage site from carrying literature on the subject. The one talk on the subject by Historian Elizabeth Ross that they hosted was long years ago under another site manager and managed to sneak by them. Meanwhile – Cuthburtson, an obvious hypocrite, can write a book about the disreputable liar John Cabot. Even Cape Bretoners declined to celebrate that alleged landing, and they’ll celebrate anything. (poetic license, no letters please...)


Cuthburtson is retired. Yet time and time again the media use his quotes on the Henry issues as the definitive voice. What makes him more authoritative than Frederick Pohl? Nothin!


There is more than ample archeological evidence of Scandinavian contact from Poteau Mountian, Oklahoma to the Peterborough Petroglyphs in Ontario that debunks the Province’s stand, there is even a Viking Runestone in the Yarmouth Museum that the powers-that-be tend to ignore. Norwegian archeologist Helga Ingstad and his wife Anne Stein were considered wackos for decades by Stevenson’s ilk, until they dug up L’Anse aux Meadows in Newfoundland in the early 60’s. America’s Stonehenge on Mystery Hill North of Boston and The Newport Tower raise some interesting questions as well. As a counterpoint, our Department of Culture handles the family maintenance payments for Evangeline – an acknowledged fictitious character.


The main reason that there are no archeological proofs in this province is that Stevenson controls the archeological permits required for any dig. No archeologist from this region, who all depend on the department for support and dollars, will take on the Henry issues because they know they’ll be frowned on by the department that puts food on their tables. Thus an issue that is being investigated by academics world-wide, dies in Nova Scotia. David Christianson knows this, so I find his comments about Sinclair fundraising for other efforts grating, especially as he personally made it clear to me that there is no cash for Henry digs because his boss says so. Stevenson also made her thoughts perfectly clear personally to the Sinclairs and myself – so why should they waste time banging their heads against stone walls?


Their track record speaks for itself: there is one key archeological site that the province controls 10 minutes from the centre of downtown Halifax that is a top secret of the Government. The site is designated a Special Place so you’re not allowed to go there. But it’s not on their lists of Special Places, even though they stole it from HRM. The Department funded a cursory and inconclusive three-day dig under impossible conditions in the winter of 1990 and then swept the whole place under the carpet for the past decade. What’s up with that? They only got into the 10,600 year old Paleo-Indian site in Debert a couple of years ago after complaints that the locals were tearing it up with their ATV’s and using it as a toxic dump-site. Now it’s one of the more important Paleo-Indian sites in North America. The province’s position on the systematic destruction of Oak Island is nothing short of a crime. (Stevenson: “There is nothing of archeological value on Oak Island”. Not even many in her own bureaucracy believe this.)

If the Conservative Government really wants to know what’s wrong with this province they need look no further than the Department of Culture – who controls the past controls the future. Their mindset infects government, the media and all of us.

I realize that most of the Day&Night staff are all still busy trying to figure out what Ashley means on any given day (hint: you’re not even close), but this is also important. The pursuit of the Sinclair issues is one about truth and understanding and personal spiritual development. If the government is so sure of things why don’t they allow the archeology so it can be proved that nothing exists. What are they afraid of?


Well, they’re trying to protect their turf. The theory goes that they spend all their money on French, Black and First Nations archeology – the flavours of recent months in Nova Scotia. If Henry is proved, then they will have to re-allocate funds to it. Then they wouldn’t get to play in their Giant Louisburg Doll House, as one example. Let it be, they say, we have it under control. Sure do.


I’m surprised that The Daily News, which regularly rips apart everything the government does on the front pages fell into line behind a bunch of self-interested self-perpetuating stuffy old windbags who stopped learning and questioning decades ago. With a little bit of research you could have found dozens who support the Henry theories, even some who could have debunked the four people on the Government tit arrayed against them that you have spoken to.


How can one person spend weeks on a story – only to miss the obvious point? And how about the slew of lousy research for your article:


Henry was never even alleged to be a Grand Master of the Templars as you state, Brother Bernard of L’Armagnac allegedly was from 1392 – 1418. The ruined Sinclair Castle pictured (with my photo un-credited, thanks awfully...) is not Henry’s, but it is centuries old and stands on the original site. The Templars did not run afoul of the Vatican, but a money-grubbing scheme by Phillip the Fair, King of France who removed two Vatican Popes (Boniface VIII by torture, and Benedict XI by poisoning) who wouldn’t let him tax the Church in France. He then set up his own Pope (Clement V) at Avignon. This period is likened by the Roman Church to the Captivity of the Jews. Besides slaughtering the Templars and Albigensians, Philip also deported all the Jews and took all of their money to pay his debts.

14th century research is obviously dead in 21th Century Journalism. Have you read about the internet? Did you read any of the books you recommended?

Further: The Templars were believed to be “protectors” of the Grail, not “possessors”. Henry didn’t need the Templars to fund his outing, he was quite well to do as a “Prince of Orkney”, an Earl of Norway (closely related to the Crown), and a Scottish Lord with extensive holdings. The carvings of Aloe and Corn are in Rosslyn Chapel, not the Castle. No one has, nor can, debunk this “Bible in Stone” as the 15th Century Model of the Temple of Soloman and non-Christian chapel is known. Frederick Pohl first published a pamphlet on Henry in Pictou in 1950, his book was published in 1974 in the U.S.. 

As for your recommended reading list – you have chosen the most fanciful and least academic books on the subject – including the Holy Blood and The Holy Grail and Holy Grail across the Atlantic which do more damage than good. Andrew Sinclair’s work is correctly titled The Sword and The Grail and is essential reading. If any of your readers really want a clue as to what this story is about they should look to two books by Christopher Knight and Robert Lomas, The Hiram Key and The Second Messiah. Keith Laidler’s The Head of God has some interesting parts, Mark Finnan’s Sinclair Saga is the best intro to the scope of the story. Labyrinth of the Grail is a little complex for our provincial literacy rate. Barry Fell’s America B.C. , Charles Boland’s They all discovered America, Pohl’s Atlantic Crossings before Columbus, and Bradley’s The Black Discovery of America are also related. Mack’s The Lost Gospel of Q  and some Dead Sea Scroll research doesn’t hurt for background. Watch for a new book this summer from Templar Historian Tim Wallace-Murphy who recently visited the province on a research trip. Watch especially for Bob Hutt’s 2x60 minute documentaries for Vision TV later this year. Turn on the Discovery Channel every now and then and you can’t miss this stuff.

This is one of the most energetic and interesting questions of existence being explored in the world right now and Nova Scotians are being mind-controlled on this subject by the same Government that lies about our finances, conducts environmental warfare in Sydney, and fails to teach us to read, write and understand.


So shake the fog out of your heads, open your minds and join the rest of the world as we question the history of the victors. The Roman Church wiped out 10,000 years of accumulated knowledge, history and science when they destroyed the Library at Alexandria, Egypt so that our Department of Culture can control what we think today. Sidebar:

Dr Dennis Stanford is the Chairman of the Anthropology Department at the National Museum of Natural History, Smithsonian Institution. He is quoted in an interview for the Smithsonian as saying:

“Clovis people are thought to be the first people into the New World (North America) via Siberia [although Stanford then goes on at length to say that he is convinced that they developed in Tennessee and the American Southeast –ed.].

“From looking at the artifactual [correct word –ignore spell check] evidence we now have from North America and from Northeast Asia as well as the physical remains, it’s very clear to me, at least that we are looking at multiple migrations through a very long time period – of many different peoples, of many different ethnic origins, if you will that came in at different times. Some of these people probably survived, some of them may have gone back home and some of them probably did not survive. And by studying all these skeletons, particularly the DNA and the morphological differences and similarities, we’ll be able to – I think, eventually, figure out how many groups and from where they came. And it’s clear that we have to have a very broad mind about the issue and not ignore some seemingly impossible migration theories.

“To talk about some of the migration routes that are being considered as plausible now that we wouldn’t have even considered years ago, there’s some thought that perhaps Clovis technology came from Europe. We would have been hooted right out of the lecture hall if we had said that a few years ago.”

“I would say that 99% of Paleo archeologists haven’t given maritime tradition and Paleo-Indians much play at all. Some people are beginning to talk about the coastal migration, but I think it’s time we talk about it a whole bunch.

“We’re beginning to get a whole new picture. It’s clear that it’s much more complex. But that’s what’s so exciting – because some day we’ll know. All we have to do is keep an open mind on what we’re seeing out there and play with some of these ideas that we might at first blush say, “Oh, that’s ridiculous, we’d never say that...”. But I think if we keep going we’ll be surprised at what we might find. Humans are humans and these are modern humans just like you and me, with well-developed brains that can reason and figure out. Ocean travel isn’t that much and they could do it. And it’s going to be real fun to get the answer to that one.”
